B) HST21-001 Discuss and consider a Certificate of Alteration to demolish a single-family dwelling located at 456 Magazine Avenue, located within the Sophienburg Hill Historic District. Caleb Gasparek, Historic Preservation Officer

Mr. Gasparek presented and stated that a historic aged accessory structure and driveway had been demolished without a permit. 

Discussion followed on tree removal and potential new design of the lot.

Christian Laijas, P.O. Box 310394, Architect, stated the intent behind the request.

Discussion followed on the design of the potential house not fitting within the character of the Historic District.

Chair Hoffmann asked if the applicant would like to speak.

Mr. Laijas stated the issues with the home renovations that would need to be made to maintain the original character of the home.

Discussion followed on concerns for the demolition being approved and the proposed home. 

Chair Hoffmann asked if the Commission had any questions or a motion.

Discussion followed on next steps for HST21-001, 456 Magazine Ave.

Commissioner Feingold asked if there was anything the Commission could do about dilapidated homes in the Historic Districts.
