Discuss and consider approval of the second and final reading of an ordinance amending the Code
of Ordinances Chapter 118, Article V, Parkland.

BACKGROUND / RATIONALE:

The first reading of this ordinance was approved on April 9, 2018. A subcommittee was
appointed to meet and discuss private park standards as detailed in the Park Land
Development Manual. This subcommittee met on April 20, 27, and May 4, 2018, and made the
following recommendations for the second reading:

FISCAL IMPACT:

In recent history, 1,000 dwelling units per year have been assessed the park land dedication fee.
Therefore, if this trend were to continue with half being of the dwelling units being from new master
plans and the proposed fee fully implemented, total fee collection would increase from approximately
$600,000 to $2,246,000. There are currently 9,315 lots that will not be impacted by the new

ordinance and fees.
